1) Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 6:17 pm	
2) Roll Call: Present Andrew Meister, Doug Johnson, Erin Wyss, Tracy Pulliam, and Corey Leonard. Tiffany Justice and Benjamin Butler were absent
3) Introduction of guests: no guests
4) Approval of Consent Agenda-payments and minutes: Payments included reimbursements, Community Association of Mt Pulaski flowerpots, and 2nd Fridays grants and the administrator’s payroll for August. Tracy motioned to approve the consent agenda, and Erin seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Andy-aye, Doug-aye, Corey-aye. Erin-aye, Tracy-aye. The motion passed.
5) Treasurer Report: Deanna presented the treasurer’s report.
6) Old Business
a) Project updates: The cemetery building is to be inspected for termites and asbestos before moving forward with this project. 
b) Investments: Deanna will, as city treasurer, invest Business District Funds in the IL Funds.
c) Mt Pulaski Park District-Pickle Ball Court. Deanna will reach out to obtain the required information before the next meeting; otherwise, this application approval will be voided.
d) KTPC Application updates: KTPC, LLC submitted the requested updated application with the correct amount of the project and the deletion of the additional funds that were not available for this project from the Danner Trust. Per the EDPB’s request, the updated application also includes a list of the total expenditure on the buildings to date. There is no action for this board to take, and the application is ready for the city council’s review on October 14, 2025
7) New Business:
a) Assistance Request Applications Quarterly Review
i) Community Association of Mt Pulaski: winter flowerpots. The Budget is $1000, and the requested amount is $1000. The summer flowerpots application was approved for $1000, and they only spent $546.04. With these funds, they will purchase the greenery for the flowerpots and winter decorations that can be used yearly. Erin motioned to approve the assistance request from the Community Association for up to $1000. Corey seconded the motion, and the members voted as follows: Andy-aye, Doug-aye, Corey-aye. Erin-aye, Tracy-aye. The motion passed. Classification for this application is BDT 01-601.
ii) Christmas on Vinegar Hill: The estimated cost for advertising this event is $11,000, and the requested amount is $4,000, which is consistent with prior years' requests. This event brings numerous people into the community and would qualify for Business District Tax funds under the budget line item for Community Marketing and Tourism. Corey motioned to approve Christmas on Vinegar Hill’s request for $4000, and Tracy seconded the motion. The members voted as follows: Andy-aye, Doug-aye, Corey-aye. Erin-aye, Tracy-aye. The motion passed. Classification for this application is BDT 01-601.
iii) Market on the Hill has applied for $8837.16 to update the electricity to expand the capacity of the kitchen and to add the ability to hook up a generator to prevent loss due to power outages. The board discussed the funds the Market on the Hill has already received and the amount that was budgeted for them by this board. It was decided that this is an improvement to the building that would increase the usability of the building by this business or future businesses. Erin motioned to approve $4418.58 from the budget item 02-501 for Market on the Hill electrical upgrades. Doug seconded the motion and the members voted as follows: Andy-aye, Doug-aye, Corey-Nay. Erin-aye, Tracy-aye. The motion passed. Classification for this application is EDPB 02-501.
iv) Central Il FarmFed Co-operative: The estimated cost of the project is $250,000, and the requested amount is $50,000 to cover the cost of HCAPP and hiring managers. The application policies do not allow operational costs from grant funds, but the board feels that the HCAPP will help this business grow and provide additional jobs in the community. Tom had told the board at the previous meeting that the cost of this was $10,000. Corey motioned to approve up to $10,000 for the HCAPP for Central IL FarmFed Co-op from the Business District Funds budget item for new business development. Tracy seconded the motion and the members voted as follows: Andy-aye, Doug-aye, Cory-aye. Erin-aye, Tracy-aye. The motion passed. Classification for this application is BDT 01-700.
8) Other Business/Non-Agenda Items: Deanna gave Andy a letter addressed to the Hilltop Club with the balance of their available funds along with the required W-9 because he is the treasurer for the Hilltop Club.
