1) Call to Order: September 3, 2025, meeting was called to order at 6:18 pm.
2) Roll Call:  Present were Corey Leonard, Tracy Pulliam, Erin Wyss, Doug Johnson, Tiffany Justice, and administrator Deanna Howard. Andrew Meister and Benjamin Butler were absent
3) Introduction of guests: Tom Martin was present to turn in a grant for the Central IL FarmFed Co-op.
4) Approval of Consent Agenda-payments and minutes. Payments included ink purchased through the city and included the June and July Payroll. Tracy motioned to approve payments and minutes.  Doug seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Corey-aye, Tracy-aye. Erin-aye, Doug-aye, Tiffany-aye. Motion passes
5) Treasurer Report: Deanna presented the treasurer's report.
6) Old Business
a) Grant Form Updates: The board reviewed the updated application forms. 
b) Grant Review for KTPC, LLC, building renovation: This grant was tabled while waiting for confirmation of funds from Danner Trust. Danner Trust has not committed funds for this project. This application only includes the estimates for stripping, repairing, and staining the wood. This does not include replacing glass or repairing the wood beneath.
The board would like the application to include the total cost of the project and the updated requested amount. Tracy motioned to approve from Business District Funds under the Town Square Renovation budget item for KTPC, LLC, the amount of $15,800.00 for renovation of the front of the building, pending a new application with the requested updates discussed at this meeting. Doug seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Corey-aye, Tracy-aye, Doug-aye, Tiffany-aye, Erin-abstain.
c) Project updates: Mount Pulaski Athletic Association emailed turf for the field to add to the needs list that was previously received. There is no application. Deanna will email them the updated application form and outline the process. 
d) Funds Investment: Per Deanna’s conversation with the city’s auditors, the Business District Tax Funds can be moved to an IL Funds account. The board discussed purchasing IL Funds with EDPB funds. It was decided it would be better to wait until after the next application review meeting.


7) New Business:
a) Hilltop Club donation request. The Hilltop Club has purchased tables for community events and will make them available for use by all community organizations. They have provided the receipt for the tables purchased from Johnson’s True Value Hardware. They are unable to order the carts for the tables from Doug, so there may be additional expenses. Erin motioned to approve the Hilltop Club application for up to $8000 based on the receipts received for the purchase of tables for community events. Tracy seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Corey-aye, Tracy-aye. Erin-aye, Doug-aye, Tiffany-aye. Motion passes
8) Other Business/Non-Agenda Items: 
a) Tom Martin came to update the board on the progress of FarmFed. He presented an application for the September 30, 2025, deadline for application reviews. Funds would help hire a director of operations, a kitchen manager, and develop the HACCP plan necessary to move to the next phase of operations. The cost of the HACCP plan is $10,000.
